¨  Deputation services, Faith Promise conventions, 
district-sponsored events with a missionary speaker, 
and the presence of missionaries-in-residence at 
youth and children's camps allow for interaction be-
tween missionaries 
and the people who 
support them 
through their giving 
and prayers.
