Pentecost is not an event the
disciples could enjoy from
the comfort of an inner
room. Rather, the Spirit
which was upon them
pushed them outside for the
work of the Spirit cannot be
contained and sustained in-
doors.
Aswe meditate, anticipate
and participate in the con-
tinuing effects of Pentecost,
let us remember that the
Holy Spirit necessarily pro-
pels us outside.
