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For the past 6 months or so, 
we have been discussing in 
our board meetings the 
meaning of discipleship.  
This discussion arose from 
my desire to honestly assess 
whether or not our church is 
committed to the dual pur-
pose of being disciples of 
Jesus Christ and making dis-
ciples of Jesus Christ.  I 

truly believe that this two-
fold mission is universal to 
every group of believers 
gathering together anywhere 
in the world.  How it looks 
in a given locale may vary 
widely, but I believe, at the 
core of what it means to be a 
Church of Jesus Christ is to 
be committed to being and 
making disciples. 
In our meetings we discuss 

what a disciples looks like 
and what it looks like to 
make disciples.  While the 
answers were as varied as 
the people on the board are 
varied there were some 
common themes.  If I could 
boil all of our results down, 
I think that being a disciple 
means being a person pas-
sionately committed to fol-

lowing Christ in indi-
vidual and corporate 
settings.  This involves 
personal growth 
(prayer, bible study 
etc) which takes place 
individually and com-
munally, but also a per-
sonal responsibility to 

others as well.  That is, we 
seek our own growth as fol-
lowers of Christ, but also 
part of discipleship is to be a 
help to others to become dis-
ciples.  So by its very defini-
tion, part of discipleship is 
discipline others (through 
prayer, bible study, encour-
agement, accountability etc).   
I mention all of this for this 
reason; as we move into the 

evaluation phase of this 
process, we will be asking 
each of you in what ways 
we can better facilitate and 
encourage corporate disci-
pleship.  Each person in the 
church has, by now, re-
ceived a survey from the 
SDMI department asking 
these very questions.  Please 
take some time to fill out 
that survey that we as a 
church might truly be active 
in our stated purpose and 
that we might focus what we 
do to facilitate that purpose. 
We who are in Christ are 
called to be disciples. We 
are called to growth, but 
also to aid in the growth of 
others.  Truly the church can 
only effectively function if 
we seek this twofold func-
tion of being Christ-like dis-
ciples, and making Christ-
like disciples. Though it is 
not for the first time, I 
would like to invite you all 
to join me on the adventure 
of discipleship and seek ex-
pectantly what God has for 
us.
