Rev. Wankhede©s Bio: 
 
I was born and brought in a Christian family. My 
Daddy was a Nazarene Pastor.  We are four brothers 
and two sisters. I am the second youngest in the fam-
ily. My Dad went to be with the Lord because of his 
sickness when I was 11yrs old. None of the members 
of my family were working as my oldest brother was 
also studying. My older brother had to give up his 
studies and started working to support us. My mother 
was a Godly women. She brought us up in the fear of 
the Lord and my brothers and sisters and I were put 
in a Nazarene boarding school. Our economic condi-
tion was very poor but yet my older brother helped 
me to have my post graduate studies in Commerce 
which is M. Com. degree. During my college days I 
was very sincere in attending church services and 
NYI meetings but had no personal relationship with 
the Lord. After finishing my post graduate degree in 
commerce I was employed in the Hotel industry as a 
Personal Manager and worked there for a couple of 
years and during this time, since I had to do many 
things which were ungodly, I was restless about it 
and felt the need of giving my life to the Lord. It was 
in 1975 I gave my life to the Lord and since then 
started growing in the Lord. My job was such that I 
needed to please Government Labor officials as our 
Hotel was not following the labor laws while recruit-
ing new employees. I was responsible for recruiting 
people and hence I was uncomfortable with the job. I 
knew that I could not continue in this position for a 
long time. During this time I was convinced that the 
Lord was calling me for full time ministry. I resigned 
my job and the Lord opened doors for me to go to 
Seminary to do my Bachelor©s degree in Divinity 
which took three years. I finished my B.D in 1979 
and since then I have been in the Pastoral ministry in 
Mumbai for the same church. I started with 17 mem-
bers and it kept growing and now we have 155 mem-
bers, but in the mean time this church because of the 

small worship facility which only accommodates 70 
to 80 people, had to start fellowship at different 
places which helped us to organize seven new 
churches. This church become a mother church giv-
ing birth to seven new churches over a period of 
31yrs. Over 17 young people from my church went 
in to full time ministry. The church is still growing. 
So for the last 31yrs I have been Pastoring the same 
church, I have also been a District Superintendent of 
one of the 12 Districts of Church of the Nazarene in 
India for last 21yrs. We have over 107 churches on 
our District with over six thousand members; but in-
cluding CTM a church mission which was formed 
due to Jesus film ministry we have over 9500 mem-
bers. We also have one English middle school up to 
sixth grade and every year we add one more new 
grade which will be continued up to 10th grade. 
  
The Lord has blessed our married life with three 
grown up children. The oldest daughter whose name 
is Stuti is doing her Master©s degree in Social work in 
Nampa, Idaho. She is married to a Dentist who has 
his own Dental clinic in Mumbai. My daughter is 
also an Ordained minister in the Church of the Naza-
rene. Before going for higher studies she completed 
her undergraduate degree in Theology from Man-
chester University in England. After coming back 
she was involved in the Pastoral ministry as well as 
working with International Justice Mission in rescu-
ing minor girls from prostitution. Our Son whose 
name is Stawan is in Calgary, Canada. After doing 
his undergraduate studies in Christian education he is 
working with the Mustered Seed organization which 
works amongst homeless people in Calgary. 
Our third child is an adopted daughter. She was 
adopted when she was 10 yrs old and she comes 
from an orphan background. She is now 21yrs old 
and is with us. My wife is District  NMI President 
and also supports me in the Pastoral ministry. 
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Missionary Health Care 
 
Overview 
The cost of keeping missionaries healthy 
so they can do their jobs is quite high, and 
the cost continues to rise. To help defray 
those costs, the Nazarene Missions Inter-
national developed the NMI Missionary 
Health Care. 
 
Missionary Health Care helps pay for the 
medical expenses of Nazarene missionar-
ies. It accounts for about 25% of the total 
medical expenses (approximately 
$500,000). Hopefully, with increased 
awareness of and participation in the Mis-
sionary Health Care, that amount will 
increase. 
 
Did You Know . . . 
Though there are several insurance com-
panies that offer worldwide coverage un-
der their plans; The Church of the Naza-
rene has chosen to continue coverage via 
a self-funded plan for economic reasons. 
  
Those expenses total approximately $2.9 
million each year.
